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Reflective Essay on Revenge

Write a reflective essay about revenge. Have you ever looked closely at your reflection in a mirror? A reflective essay “reflects” or thinks deeply about you and your attitudes, behaviors, and beliefs. 

Today’s subject for reflection is revenge. Write about a true event in which you took revenge on someone. Or, you could write about a situation in which someone took revenge on you. 

Intro: Tell the revenge story. 

Paragraph #1: If you’re mature enough, explain how you are partly responsible for this situation.  

Paragraph #2: Discuss the best attitude a person can have about revenge. Use one of the Revenge Quotes from yesterday, or choose your own. Be sure not to plagiarize! Use Quotation Marks, copy word for word, and give credit by naming the person who said it. Ex: I have to agree with Ralph McGill, who said that Eleanor Roosevelt “got even in a way that was almost cruel. She forgave them.” 

Conclusion: What have you learned from this incident? How has it changed you? Are you a better or worse person than you were before this happened?

Now, what is the message of this essay? What do you want your readers to understand when they’ve finished reading it? Sum up the message in five (5) words or fewer.
